In historical sequence from ancient times to modern times, * The
History of Campaign Development” takes campaign as the object of
study. It analyses and discusses emergence and characteristics of cam-
paigns during various historical periods, covering campaigns in wars
taking place in China and foreign countries, operational practice, aca-
demic theory, historical experience and developing trend concerning
campaign. It tries to unfold the formation and development of campaign
in the past 2000 years and bring to light the laws of its historical devel-
opment.

This book has five volumes including thirteen chapters, with Vol-
ume | concerning ancient campaigns { including two chapters about cam-
paigns taking place in China and foreign countries), Volume I concern-
ing modern campaigns (including two chapters about campaigns taking
place in China and foreign countries), Volume I concerning campaigns
during the two world wars (including two chapters about campaigns
both during the First World War and the Second World War), Volume
N concerning campaigns of Chinese revolutionary wars (including three
chapters about campaigns taking place during the Agrarian Revolution-
ary War, the War of Resistance Against Japan and China’s War of Lib-
eration), Volume V concerning campaigns taking place in local wars af-
ter the Second World War (including four chapters about campaigns dur-
ing the Korean War, Viet Nam’s War Against the US, the Middle East
Wars and several recent local wars). This book focuses on modern cam-
paigns taking place in China’s revolutionary wars, campaign’s evolu-
tionary law and developing trend.
