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NOTES FROM THE COMPILER

1. " CHINA POPULATION STATISTICAL YEARBOOK--1992" is an annual statistical reference publi-
cation, intending to provide summary statistics on the population conditions of the People’ s Republic of China.
The yearbook contains population data at national and provincial level as well as the major population data of se-
lected countries,

I. The yearbook consists of 6 chapters, namely ; figures of the national population change survey in 1991;
figures of the household registration in 1991; figures of the 1990 population census; brief analytical papers on
the 1990 population census; figures of population statistics over the years; major figures of the selected coun-
tries in the world. .

K. In order to meet the needs of different departments or institutions, this yearbook contains the data
from various sources, suah as population census, population change survey and household registration. As the
definition and data collection method is not the same, data under the same or similar heading might be different.
The readers should pay attention to this when they use the data.

V. For the convenience of the users, the data of city, town and county population is published with two
concepts in chapter of ” figures of the 1990 population census”. The two concepts are as follows;

The first concept (according to the administrative division) : )

City  population--total population living in the administrative division of the cities (including towns under

the jurisdiction of city but excluding counties under the jurisdiction of city);

Town  population--total population living in the administrative division of towns under the counties (ex-
cluding towns under the jurisdiction of city);

County population--total population of townships under the counties.

The second concept

City population--total population living in the districts of cities which are sub-divided into districts and

those living in the street committees of cities which are not sub-divided into districts;

Town population--total population living in the neighborhood committees of towns under the jurisdiction of
cities which are not sub-divided into districts and those living in the neighborhood committees of
towns directly under county’s jurisdiction.

County population--total population that are not included in the cities and towns.

V. All the data refer to the total population of the 30 provinces, autonomous regions and municipalities of
the mainland of China, unless it is specified that it includes the servicemen and the population of Taiwan
Province , Hongkong and Macao.

VI. The data in the chapter VI of” major figures of the selected countries in the world” are provided by the
International Statistical Information Centre of the State Statistical Bureau.
