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A PROLOGUE TO THE THIRD
INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE
OF
ETHNOMUSICOLOGY

The folk music preserved in Taiwan area is extraordinarily
abundant. First there is the aborigine’s music. Taiwan abor-
igines are ethnically of Malayo-Polynesian origin, but were
isolated many thousand years ago on the northern most edge
of the vast original ethnic area,and received comparatively
less outside influence, so that they sull retain considerably old
layers of culture. To speak of their songs their singing forms
include the whole range from the most primitive to the most
complicated, their contents and function being closely related
1o every facet of their life, to such an extent that commands
our admiration. Which is the very rcason why the study of
Taiwan aboriginal music has attracted ethnomusicologists so
strongly during past several decades.

The music of Han race in Taiwan is also equally plentiful and
multifarious. Just o pame one of its many items — theatre

music . although most of Han race immigrants came from the



Southern Fukien area across the Taiwan Strait after the mid-
die of the 17th centurytoday’s Taiwan folk theatre not only
conserves the four main singing tunes on the mainland China
( Iyang, Kunshan, Bangzi & Pihuang } in their rather reliably
original forms, but also inherits the Southern Theatre ( or the
Zuanzi ) tradition before the 17th century, the former being
called “The Northern School” and the latter “The Southern
Schoo!l "music . These theatre music have been indispensable
in the religious ceremonies of various festivals during the past
several hundred years,and have achieved important social
function in Taiwan.

However, owing to the onrush of fareign cultures and the
rapid economic development,our social structure has been
transformed and our faith in the traditional culture shaken.
Therefore, our people and musicians have drifted farther and
farther from our own folk arts, and our folk arts have gradual-
ly lost their social function of the old days, and were left for-
gotten in some obscure corners of the countryside, awaiting
their beloved children to turn around and seek for them some
day.

Under the unremitting overruning of material civilization, the
emotional links among people are broken and human souls are
estranged from one anotherNow. it should be the time to re-
claim the cultural heritage which our forefathers bequeathed

to us. Since the turn of this century, some of the civilized



world have undertaken the task of facing this crisis of folk
arts by pushing forward the research and study,and by active-
ly establishing systems and organizations for the conservation
of folk arts.

What the folk music manifests is the most palpable and the
most empathic side of the human culture. Because of this sig-
nificance, I believe, the mission of an ethnomusicologist
should not only he in engaging in the field waork or scholastic
study in an institute, but also to reaffirm the function and
value of folk music,and provide the contemporary soclety with
nourishments to feed human sprits and maintain them in har-

mony with one another.
