COMPLIER’S NOTES

1. Jiangsu Statistical Yearbook 2001 (abbreviated as Yearbook hereafter)
is an annual publication which provides comprehensive and systematic data
series about the national economy and social development in Jiangsu Province
in 2000 and some selected data series in historically important years. It in-
cludes much statistical information on social, economic, scientific and
technological development in the province and in various regions.

II. The Yearbook contains the following twenty-one parts, 1. Division of
Administrative Districts and Natural Resources; 2. General Survey; 3.
Population and Employment; 4. People” s Livelihood; 5. Investment in
Fixed Assets; 6. Price; 7. Agriculture; 8. Indusiry and Energy; 9. Con-
struction and Geological Prospecting; 10. Transportation, Postal and
Telecommunications Services; 11. Domestic Trade; 12. Foreign, Trade and
Tourism; 13. Government Finance, Banking and Insurance; 14. Science,
Technology and Education; 15. Culture, Sports, Health Care and Environ-
mental Protection; 16. Archives, Judgement, Social Welfare and Others;
17. Urban Economy and Construction; 18. Enterprises Survey; 19. Regional
Economy; 20. Social Economy of Cities (Counties); 21. Social Economic
Development Alignment of Cities (Counties); 22. Basic Situation of Towns
and Townships. Appended at the end of the book there are Major Social and
Economic Indicators of Some Provinces and Municipalities, Comparison of
Economy between China and other Major Countries, Explanatory Notes to
Major Statistical Indicators and Brief Introduction of Some Units.

M. The units of measurement used in the Yearbook are all internationally
standard measurement units.

IV. In the Yearbook, “:--” indicates that the figure is not large enough to
be measured with the samllest unit in the table; (blank) indicates that the
figure is not available; “#” indicates the major component items.

V. Approved by the State Council, Jiangsu’ s divisions of administrative
areas have been adjusted in 2001.

Because the yearbook chiefly covers the data series of 2000, the names of
cities and counties listed in this yearbook are not changed in the light of
related adjustment.

VI. We express thanks to the general readers of domestic and abroad for
supporting and helping to the work of compilation and publication of the
Yearbook. We sincerely welcome continued valuable suggestions from the
general readers so that the form and content of the Yearbook can be further
improved.
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
