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Zhang Ruoming in Perspective

Zhang Ruoming (Tchang Lomine, 1902-1958) was a pioneer in
women'’s rights and the patriotic movement in Modern China. She
was a founding member of the “Tianjin Patriotic Women's
Association (Tianjin Nujie Aiguo Tongzhi Hui)” and the “Self-
awakening Society (Jue Wu She)” which led the May Fourth
Movement in Tianjin in 1919. Later, Zhang Rouming went to
France, along with Zhou Enlai (1899-1976) and Guo Longzhen (1894-
1932) etc, under the “Diligentwork and Thrifty-study (Qingong
Jianxnue)” program. She was the first female Chinese studing
abroad to earn a doctorate degree in France. She was a chairperson
of the “Chinese Communist Youth League” in France. but
resigned in 1924 to pursue her studies.

She returned to China in 1931 and began a remarkable literary
career. She edited the monthly “Sino-French Studies (Zhong-Fa
Yan Jiu)” , wrote prolifically, and did a great deal of translation of
the literature of both nations. She lectured at Beiping Sino-French
University (Zhongfa Daxue), and was at the centre of the Sino-
French cultural relationship in every way.

In 1948, Zhang and her husband Yang Kun (1901-) were invited
to Yunnan University in Kunming, to become a professor of
Chinese and to head the Department of Sociology respectively. In
the fifties, Zhang Ruoming’s political sympathies led her to begin
what may have been the first literary study group in China with a
Marxist perspective. She died in Kunming at the age of 56.

The main purpose of this book is to compile and present all of
the available material on Zhang’s life. This includes works by the
editor and other writers, as well as unpublished accounts by her
son. Zhang's major writings comprise the second half of the book.

From revolutionary to professor, Zhang exemplified the true
spirit and dedication of the “New Women” and the “Patriotic
Scholar” which inspired China in the mid-twentieth century.
Indeed, she pioneered both of these ideals. Her contribution marks
a brilliant page in the history of the Chinese Women’s Movement,
as well as Sino-French relations. Her writings are important “first-
hand” sources for anyone studying Modern China.
