All of us can change our behavior to fit different situations. We are 1 ,often
noisy, at weddings and birthday celebrations, 2 at funerals, attentive at lectures, seri-
ous and 3 at religious services.

From one point of view, language is behavior. It is part of the way we act. It builds a bridge
of communication 8 which society could not even exist. And like every other kind of
behavior, it must be adjusted to fit different 9 or situations where it is used. Among

people who are used to a writing system, there is one adjustment everyone makes. They speak

one way and write another way. Most speech is in the form of ordinary conversation, 10
_ speakers can stop and repeat themselves if they sense that they are being 11 . They
are constantly monitoring themselves as their message comes 12 to the listeners. But

writers cannot do this. They often monitor what they write, of course, going back over their
writing to see 13 it is clear and unambiguous, but this is before the communication oc-
curs, not while it is happening.
simple sentence like “John kept my pencil” may, by a shift 15 the stress and intona-
tion 16 . single out through contrast whether John rather than someone else kept the
pencil,or whether it was a pencil or a pen or something else that is kept.

It is true that writers have the 17 tools of various punctuationmarks and some-

times typographical helps like capitals, italic letters,heavy type and the 18  ,but these

do not quite take the 19 of the full resources of the spoken language.

As writers, they like a structure that is compact, as speakers, thinking 20  ,they
produce sentences that are looser, less complex, perhaps even rather jumbled.
