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The Editor’s Note

1. The world Chinese entrepreneurs are mainly composed of the Chinese entrepreneurs from
the areas of the Chinese mainland, Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan; the overseas Chinese en-
trepreneurs from various countries in the South-East Asia and those from North America, Ocea-
nia and other parts of the world.

The overseas Chinese entrepreneurs are under the administration of the respective govern-
ments where they are resided. They have established their identities with the local cultures and
their businesses have merged into the local economies. Yet the traces of their close ties with the
Chinese nationality can still be found in the areas of the family history, culture, geographical ori-
gins and genetic relationship. The common ground in those areas among the world Chinese en-
trepreneurs have provided them the easy links of communications and of the business cooperations
worldwide.

2. This yearbook started publication in 1994. It was named Economic Yearbook o f the World
Chinese Entrepreneurs in 1995, published volume 1995, 1996—1997, 1997 — 1998 in succession.
The yearbook is a comprehensive economic yearbook about the developments in history and the
present status of the world Chinese entrepreneurs. The objective of this yearbook is to facilitate
the communication among the Chinese entrepreneurs and make contributions to the development
of the world.

The yearbook is sponsored by the China Association for Social Economic and Cultural Ex-
change, compiled by the Ediorial Board of the Yearbook of the World Chinese Entrepreneurs and
published by the World Affairs Publishing House. The principal corsponsors consist of the Insti-
tute of World Economics and Politics under the Chinese Academy of Social Sciences, the Institute
of Southeast Asian Studies of Xiamen University, the Institute of Southeast Asian Studies of Ji-
nan University and the Research Center for Overseas Chinese Eéonomy of Peking University.

and the exposures of enterprises &. entrepreneurs introduced in this yearbook.
