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Abstract

Based on the social and political theoretical framework in
contemporary judicial structure-original lack of knowledge in Chinese
society, this book explores both normally and empirically some ecritical
problems such as the function need to judiciary in modemizing Chinese
society, what a kind of judicial structure we want, etc. Furthermore, this
book offers the theoretical foundation for rethinking judiciary and judicial
research, and provides an alternative route for the reform of judicial
system. At the end, the object of this book is to elaborate the relation
between the modernized judicial structure and the contemporary political
development in China.

Five chapters are included in this book:

Chapter 1 is about the fundamental theory of judicial structure in
political society.l first explore the nature of judicial system, and the
status and function of judicial system in modem social structure; the
relation between the judicial system and political development; and the
interaction between the judicial system and political development in the
course of social change in contemporary China. Then, I present and
analyse about the thesis of judicial reform which is to establish the tension
in the contemporary political development in China.

Chapter 2 is expounding normally.It analyses academically the
relation between the form of constitutional politics—the modem political

form and the judicial structure, and reveals the principle of the
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independence of judiciary and related institutions in the constitutional
politics within certain theoretical category.

Chapter 3 is the analysis of status quo of judicial structure. The
arrangement of judicial structure in contemporary China is displayed here.
Based on this, I explore the structural pressure of judiciary on which
social changes in contemporary China bring about, and the adaptability of
judiciary and its rational development in depth.

Chapter 4 is about the theory of judicial function. Finding the defect
of the existing theories on the judicial research, the chapter focuses on
the three function of modern judiciary: the function of social control, the
function of political institutionalization, and the function of social
integration.

Chapter 5 is about the structural change and functional development
of judiciary. It discusses the strategy and method of Chinese judicial
reform, including the realization of status of juﬂicial department in
constitution, the nomnalization of supervision on the judicial department

and its role, and last, the reform of the recruitment system of judicial

department, etc.
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
