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Introduction

Agriculture supporting service system. which has been
termed as ” Agriculture socialization service system” ,is an impor-
tant part of modern agriculture and one of the important symbol
of agriculture development stages. China’s agriculture is now in
the transition process of shifting from traditional agriculture to
modern one, from planned economy to market economy, so the
role of agriculture supporting service system is more of signifi-
cance. During the whole period of Eighth Five-Year Plan, the is-
sue of agriculture supporting service has been attached great im-
portance. The censtruction of agriculrure supporting service sys-
tem had been given priority to agriculitural and rural work of
governments at all levels in China. In December, 199G, it was
clearly stated by the central committee of CPC and the State
Council in the Circulazr on Agricultural and Rural Weark in 1981
that it has been an important task of deepening the rural reform
and estabilshing and perfecting the agriculture socialization ser-
vice system and a strategic option of maobiliztng the social forces
to promote the agriculture productien. In the Ninth Five-Year
Plan and the Long-Range Objectives to the Year 2010 published
recently in China, it is further stressed that agriculeure socializa-
tion service system should be greatly developed.

In recent years, great progress has been made in China's

construction of agriculture supporting service system and service
organizations have been developed from single government agri-
cultural sector to diversified ones, including either government
departments and their institutions or companies, cooperatives,
associations and whole markets, And their ownerships includes
state-owned , collective-owned and private ones and services have
been developed from sigle service to complex ones. At present,
an agriculture supporting service system ol pre-production, pro-
duction-process and pestproduction has been initially raken shape
in China.

Theoretical circle and practical working departments have
already conducted many special studies on agriculture supporting
service system. During the period of 1991 to 1993, Rural Deve-
lopment Department of Development Rescarch Center of the
State Council had carried out a systematic investigalion and stud
ies on the status on China’ s agriculture service and development
trend and summed up the experience and theoretic framework of
agriculture service development in 15 counties and county-level
cities among 13 provinces and cities, The findings of the study
have been collected in the books-Great Strategic Measures
(Wang Yuzhao, Editor-in-Chief, Beijing Agriculture Universiry
Press, 1993) and Study on Agriculture Socialization Service Sys-
tem {(Huang Qinghe, Editor-in-Chief. Beijing Agriculture uni-
versity Press, 1994). This program is the follow-up of the last
study. It is expected that i+ will reach a new and in-depth under-
standing on the specific mode of agriculture su-pporting service
system development and their organizations and and institutional
structures.

This program is a major study of China' s social science fund
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in the period of Eighth five-year Plan and partly finenced by Ford
Fundation. The objective of study is the mode of agriculture su-
pporting service system, aiming at analysis of internal strue-
tures. inatitutional system, performance mechanism and external
environment of different modes of China’ s agriculturce supporting
service system, delicects the natures of different modes and con-
ditions of their formulation, exploring the mode and theory of
egriculture service and provide referential system of agriculture
service work and basis of agriculture service supporting policy.

This book includes three parts. The first part--chapter of
General Situation is the final report of the study. It covers the
status and classification of agriculture service mode, research
methods, institutional structure of mode and characters and
some concerned issues of agriculture development and put for-
ward the practical policy recommendations.

The second part is Chapter of Mode. It was a formidable
problem to select the study sample because all kinds of medes are
still in the process of development and haven’ t been finalized. It
is great diseguilibrum hetween different regions and different
production sectors and it is impossible to select the samples by
using routine methods. The consideration of sample selection in
this study have the four factors; (1) Representatives of different
production projects and industries; (2) Representatives of re-
gions; (3) Perfection of the system development and stability of
the organizations; (4) Social influence and reputation. The 11
modez mentioned in the book are distributed in 5 provinces , in-
cluding nine odd farm products. such as grain, cotton, fruit,
vegetable, meat, sugar etc. We have classified five different
kinds of modes according to internal relationship of the modes
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and diffcrent {eatures of institutional structure as follows; com-
munity organizations + peasant househclds; collective orgeaniza-
tions 4 peasant households; company <+ peasant households;
wholesale market + peasant households and governmem + pea-
sant households. We have reached a dimensional visual ander-
standing of China’ s current agriculture supporting service sys-
tem. The third pare-Chapter of Monographic Study. It includes
the service demand of rural households, service within communi-
ty, change of governmwnt funetion and agriculture service system
in small scale farming abroad.

Due to the limitation of time, hands and natural resources,
there must be many inappropriate and shortcomings in the find-
ings of the stody and the publication of the book is mean to learn
from the experts of all walks of life, Finally, we would like to
extend our heartfeit thanks to respected Mr. Du Runsheng, he
wrote the forward of the bood on his patient hed and thanks tg
Mr. Wang Kai and Ms. Ye Lan, they did their best for the early
publication of the book,
