Preface

Chinese government has been carrying out an integrate poverty reduction project——Western
Poverty Reduction Project (WPRP) in 27 poorest counties of Inner Mongolia Autonomous Region and
Gansu Province through using World Bank loan since 1999. Poverty monitoring and evaluation system,
as a part of WPRP, has been set up on the base of cooperation of National Bureau of Statistics, State
Council Leading Group Office of Poverty Alleviation and Development, and Project Provinces. NBS
takes Western Poverty Monitoring and Evaluation System (WPMS) as one of the major tasks to support
the government’ s effort to alleviate poverty. Rural Survey Organization (RSO) of NBS is responsible
for operation and management of WPMS. The province branches and the county survey teams of RSO in
project area will take part in the data collection.

Corresponding to WPRP, the sample survey of WPMS will be carrying out every year during
1999 — 2004. The sample survey covers 15 counties (8 counties in Inner Mongolia and 7 counties in
Gansu) , 150 administrate villages, 1500 households and all the members of sample households. A ran-
dom start point, symmetry systematic sampling method was used to select the county, village and house-
hold. The data are collected through the visiting of interviewers as well as the dairy-book kept by the
sampled household. Survey collect information on rural infrastructure, basic social service such as edu-
cation and health, household production and consumption, income and expenditure, labor mobility and
the scale, time of the project activities participated by the sample villages and households. A baseline
survey was conducted at the end of 1999. Tracing survey on the same sample was carried out in 2000.
The data from the two-years survey construct the very bases of Poverty Monitoring and Evaluation Report
2000 for Western Poverty Reduction Project.

The Report is compiled to reflect social and economic conditions and the changes of the project
area In order to give an objective foundation for poverty monitoring and impact evaluation for WPRP.
Any suggestion and comments are deeply welcome.

In the process of our survey and report formulation, many experts contributed their valuable sug-
gestions and advice.

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Abstract

Poverty monitoring and evaluation system, as one component of Western Poverty Reduction Project
(WPRP), has been set up on the base of cooperation among the National Bureau of Statistics ( NBS),
[ eading Group of Poverty Reduction of China and the Project Province (Inner Mongolia Autonomous Re-
gion and Gansu Province ). A baseline survey was conducted by NBS in 1999, which covered 15 sampled
project counties, included 150 villages and 1500 households, and collected information on the level of
community, household and individual. Tracing survey is to be carried out every year from 2000 - 2004 on
the same sample. A random start point, symmetry systematic sampling method was used to select the
county, village and household. The data were collected through the visiting of interviewers as well as the
dairy-book kept by the sampled households. The data from the two years survey mentioned above construct
the very bases of Poverty Monutoring Report 2000 for Western Poverty Reduction Project Area.

The poverty monitoring survey shows complicated annual changes of poverty situation and the living
standard of project villages effected by a series of positive and negative factors such as serious drought,
the recovery of animal husbandry and the structure adjustment of agricultural production. On the one
hand, the average per capita net income of project villages reaches 983 yuan with real growth rate of
2.8% on the base of 1999. Per capita living expenditure is 962 yuan, increasing 2.3% , and the hous-
ing area and durable consumer goods owned by the household at year-end increased. The rural infras-
tructure, basic social service and human capital improved. On the other hand, due to the income and
consumption of low-income group, mainly engaged in crop planting, damaged by serious drought,
around half of the households report the income and living expenditure drop, and basic consumption on
food and cloth reduce a lot. The poverty becomes more serious: the poverty head count rate rise to
22.2% , 0.7 percentage points higher than in 1999.

The survey results indicate that WPRP achieved initial successful in the first two vears, because
(a) the project targeting is fairly good in general, and (b) 85% project villages and about half of
households have already participated in the project, and (c) some project activities have showed the
significant positive impact on income of participants.

The survey also shows that economic situation of many households is damaged by drought and they
return to poverty again, and in some project area poor households do not have enough priority in the
project household selection. The following should be taken into consideration: (a) to enhance the sup-
port to those suffered from natural disaster and help them set up the development base again. (b) to en-
hance the environment protection, education assistance to poor households and labor mobility so as to
reduce quickly the proportion of. population depending mainly on local natural resource. (c) to pay at-
tention on the issue of project household selection in order to enlist the poorest in the project in the fol-
lowing years.
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
