Each drug has its Chinéée, Hanyupinyin (i,e, the phonetic Latinized transcrip-
tions of Chinese characters), Latin and English names for the Chinese Tra-
ditional and Herbal Drugs., Thdée medical substances originated from plants
or animals have scientific names (i,e, Latin names for plants or animals)
attached to them. For those medical substances originated from several different
species of ﬁlants or animals English names are added after scientific names and
Chinese names.

The Chinese names of Chinese Traditional and Herbal Drugs and their
index are arranged iu the order of the number of strokes in the first Chinese
characters, the calligraphy and the number of Chinese characters,

tached to the Chinese names, the Latin names are printed in capitals, while the
English names in italics,
