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Editor’s Notes

I The 2001 Edition of the Yearbook of China Transportation and Communications (YCTC) is the first edition in the

new century. The edition demonstrates, under the leadership of the CPC Central Committee and the State Council, the

achievements, progress and experience scored in the transport, posts and telecommunication sectors in terms of

transport production, telecommunications services, investment and construction, system reform and production safety,

as well as the problems faced in 2001, the last year of the 9" Five Year Plan period.

Il The 2001 edition is composed of special columns. They are important documents and instructions, special
articles, transport development in provinces, autonomous regions and municipalities, advanced individuais and
groups, organizations of transport-related ministries (bureaus), chronicle of events, policies and regulations, transport
development research, state owned enterprise and statistics. Among the above, state owned major large enterprise is
anew added column.

ML Since the 10" Five Year Plan for individual departments has been set down, besides the totally reflecting of the
accomplishment of the 9" Five Year Plan, the edition also imaging the main contents, development strategy and
major measures of the 10™ Five Year Plan of the individual departments in the columns of special articles and
research for transport development, also, the National Economic and Social Development Outline for the 10" Five
Year Plan of P.R.C is extracted in the column of documents and instructions.

IV. To reflect the events of the development and reform happened in transport and telecommunications industries, a
new column, state owned major large enterprise, is added in this edition as a trial. More enterprises are expected to
join in the column.

V. Year 2000 is the last year of the accomplishment of 9 Five Year Plan. More attention has been paid to keep the
consistency and integrality of the statistics column with the statistics during the whole 9'" Five Year Plan period. The
titles of all the statistics have been arranged to be in both Chinese and English. The data of the statistics are provided
and reviewed by the State Statistics Bureau and transport departments concerned. In case there is any inconsistent
data in the text, the statistics shall prevail.
