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Abstract

Reform of grain marketing system is mainly aimed at establish-
ment of a market system with the state macro-control to replace the
statemonopolized purchase and marketing system. Essence of the
reform is to introduce market mechanism to realize a balance of total
gtain supply and demand in general terms and their structural equi-
librium on a new base. In this respect, protection of producers’ in-
terests and incentives is one of our fundamental goals. General ba-
lance of grain production and consumption remains to be the first
consideration in China today. It is the farmers’ hasic requirement
that the grain market be stable and the price be reasonable. Other-
wise they would change their production mix, go to extensive way
in farming, etc.

The author elaborates some ideas of strategic significance and
suggests four measures to reach the above targets: goals and means
to be taken to protect grain producers under condition of market e-
conomy; solutions for the “scissors difference” between industrial
and agricultrual products; price subsidies; and organizational and

institutional innovations.
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
