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Leadership is the ability to lead, to handle the human aspect of
management. It calls for an understanding of the psychology of motivation
in order to induce differing individual employees to support organization
objectives. Leadershjp includes the ability to delegate authority wisely, so
that subordinates who will accept responsibility can exercise it productive-
ly under the superior’ s guidance. Leadership also involves mastering
techniques for effective written and spoken communication with subordi-
nates, so as to secure their cooperation. '
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This device is useful in many ways. For example, in reporting, a
reporter can use it instead of the old means of writing them on a note-
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book . Also, in learning foreign language, students use it in practising
their listening abilities. Moreover, they can record their own speaking
voice to practise their spoken foreign language. In short, it can be used
widely in work and study.
