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Abstract

This book is the final achievement in the research of Agri-
cultural Sustainable Development in China, which is benefit
from Zhonghua Agriculture Scientific &Educational Fund.

The aim of this study is at recognizing national situations,
dissecting agricultural conditions, analyzing problems, seeking
countermeasures and supporting policy decisions. Through ap-
praising development experiences of Chinese agriculture in
macro — aspect and analyzing realistic conflicts, the study tried
to find the internal regularity of coordinated development of a-
gricultural economics, resources and environment. The study is
also tried to seek theoretical method, enforceable measures and
institutional arrangements to protect agricultural resources and
environment in the process of rapid economic growth. In order
to provide available support to promote sustainable development
in China and to provide scientific basis for governmental deci-
sions, macro — control and micro — management, the paper put
forward some suggestions to promole sustainable usage of re-
sources and to increase supply of agricultural products. Basic
tactics and programs of operation were determined in the paper
to realize sustainable development of agriculture under market
economics of socialism.

Except for introduction, there are four parts in the book.
The first part is background study ( chapter 1, 2) which re-
viewed the experience of agricultural development and ap-
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praised the total output, structure and tendency of supply of a-
gricultural products to provide background for the whole re-
search. The second part is the study on tendency( chapter3,4,
5) in which some problems such as the double shortage and
their origin of grain and agricultural resources, the bearing ca-
pacity of agricultural resources, the future tendency of agricul-
tural resources and environment and their impacts on agricul-
ture were considered. The third part is mechanism study
(chapter 6,7,8), which focus on analyzing uncertainty of re-
sources , environmental externalities and the impacts on agricul-
ture. Institutional logic and operating system of agricultural re-
sources and environment were also considered in this part to re-
veal the coordinated mechanism of sustainable usage of re-
sources and food security. The function of government and mar-
ket are determined to protect resources and increase the supply
of agricultural products. The fourth part is study on counter-
measures( chapter 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14) which elaborated the
transformation of models of sustainable development of Chinese
agriculture and the selection of strategies. Based on the rela-
tionship between industrialization and sustainable development,
the paper discussed the available via to realize sustainable de-
velopment of agriculture and the possible selections to alleviate
the conflicts between demand and supply of agricultural prod-
ucts. In this part, regional tactics and policy adjustment of
sustainable development of agriculture are put forward. In order
to protect tesources and to increase supply, the institutional re-
strictions, controlling methods and micro — organization were

designed and reconstructed.
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
