Professor Liu got his Ph. D. from the Renmin University of
China in 1993. Then, he went to Purdue University of America to
do his post-doctoral research on financial. He is now the director of
The Institute for World Economy of Renmin University of China ;
the researcher of The Institute of Finance & Security Researching
of Renmin University of China; the senior researcher of Finance
and Security Institute of Renmin University of China; the re-
searcher of EU Institute; the deputy director of Interdisplinary
Center for East-West Studies of Aalborg University of Denmark;
the Post-doctoral of Economics ( Purdue University) and the For-
mer Economist of IMF. He is also the Visiting professor of Lan-
caster University, UK; University of Naples, “Federico 117,
Italy; Arhus University Denmark, and etc.
