PREFACE

The present album is compiled to commemorate the 40th anniversary of the
founding of the Institute of Archaeology, Chinese Academy of Social Sciences.
On August lst —November 30th 1990, the °‘Exhibition of Research Achieve-
ments Made by the Institute of Archaeo logy, Chinese Academy of Social Sci-
ences for 40 years’ was held in Beijing, in the western gallery of the Qianging-
gong Palace, the Palace Museum, where 611 exhibits (or groups of finds) of 31
items were put on display. The album is just based on the exhibition, and rear-
rangement and enlargement are made to the items and exhibits. It is divided into
three parts. prehistoric times, Xia, Shang and Zhou periods, and Han and Tang
periods and after,and is composed of 55 academically important items, which in-
clude 588 select abjects (or groups of finds) of various kinds as well as appropri-
ate photos of excavation scenes and diagrams of archaeological sites, so that the
research achievements of the Institute for the 40 years can be illustrated figura-
tively.

The Institute of Archaeology, Chinese Academy of Social Sciences was
founded on August 1st 1950. During the last 40 years field work has been car-
ried out in about 200 counties and cities across 26 provinces, provincial grade
cities and autonomous regions (including that done in cooperation with other ar-
chaeological institutions) , and a series of well-planed priority surveys and exca-
vations has been undertaken on a large scale for the purpose of studying out-
standing problems in Chinese archaeology. What is collected in the album is a
representative part of the achievements.

The archaeological field work of the Institute is done around academic prob-
lems. The main ones can be summarized as the following three aspects: (1) Re-
searches on Chinese prehistory. For example , the discovery of early Neolithic cul-
tures and the inquiry on the origin of agriculture and animal husbandry in Chi-
na;the study of the regional systems and types of Neolithic cultures in the Yellow
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River valley and its adjoining areas; the study of type settlements and clan ceme-
teries, as well as the changes and development in socioeconomic formation and
social organization structure they concern. (2) Researches on the origin of Chi-
nese civilization and the society of ancient China. They include researching into
the rise of Chinese civilization and civilized society with the inquiry on the Xia
culture as an opportunity, and archaeologically studying ancient society in the
Shang-Zhou period. (3) The archaeological study of cities in ancient China. This
is started with researching into the forms of early cities , places emphasis upon the
study of capitals in the Han — Tan period, and clarifies questions in the history of
ancient China in terms of the development laws of ancient cities. Besides,
achievements have also been made in the Institute’s archaeological studies of an-
cient handicrafts, northern ethnic minorities, etc.

Ancient Chinese culture occupies an important place in the culture history
of the world. It is a task of the Institute to propagate the Chinese nation’s culture
and to make contributions to the study of world culture history through its ar-
chaeological researches on ancient China, especially on her culture. Therefore,
if the present album can play a certain role in the study of world culture history,
then the aim of the compilation of this book will have been reached.
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
