Introduction

Ssu-pu-pei-yao (PUFRHHEE) is a selection of the
most important works and the better editions from
the great Chinese anthology entitled Ssu-k’u-ch’iiar-
shu (UEZE). The revised edition, which was
published in hardback in a western style format by
the Tai-wan Chung-hua Book Company in 1965-
1966, it contains 352 titles and 610 volumes, and is
19 centimeters in size. Since the ssli-pu-pei~yao is
so large in itself, a guide based on this revised
edition has been published to faciliate the use of
this work.

The Guide can be used in one of the four ways.
The volumes are indexed under author, title, subject
and also by a numerical order to help locate a book
in this 610 volume set. They are classified into four
divisions: I. Classics (J) vols. from 1-100; II. History
() vols. 101-340; III. Philosophy (-F) vols. 341-425;
and IV. Collection (4£€) vols. 426-610. By number,
the authors and titles are given plus the division
and page numbers from Ssi—pu-pei-yao—shu—mu-ti—




yao (JUEHEZEHIEE) where one can find a sum-
mary of the author and his work.

The author index is arranged by author, annot-
ators, editors, and compilers listed alphabetically
according to Wade-Giles romanization system. After
the names, there are their dates, volume number
where the works are located, page numbers and
division in Ssu-pu-pei-yao-shu-mu-ti-yao, where a
summary of the author and title can be found.

For example:
Cha, Wei-jén, 1693-1749.

The title index is arranged by titles in alphabeti-
cal order accoeding to the Wade-Giles romanization
system. Looking under title, one can find the
author in Chinese, number of the volume in Ssu-
pu~pei-yao plus the subject division and page numbers
in Ssu-pu-pei—yao-shu-mu-ti-yao for annotation.

Another section of the guide is arranged by

subject. With this subject index, one can find all
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the volumes related to a particular subject, in this
Ssu-pu-pzi-yao revised edition, plus the division and
page numbezrs for annotation in Ssu-pu-pzi-yao-shu-
mu-ti-yao.
