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The Comstruct and Value of
Criminal Legal Relations

Abstract

Based itself on the theory and practice of criminal law the
dissertation discusses with the construct and value of criminal legal
relations systematically . [t consists of 4 parties which contain a
foreword and 9 chapters.

The first part: An introduction of criminal legal relations,
which consists of a foreword and chapter 1.
