By 1757, Franklin had become Whoily devoted to
politics. He protested against the Stamp Act, a new
tax law, on behalf of the colony. In 1776, he helped
draw up the Declaration cf Independence. During the
American War of Independence he‘ represented the new
United States in France. In 1787, he helped draw up
the new ccrstitution of the United States.
