The process of memory involves three phases. Information from the environment (the
stimulus) first enters the sensory store (SS), where it decays very rapidly, a large portion
of the information disappearing in a half-second or so. The purpose of this system,
according to most common theories, is to preserve the stimulus for a brief period beyond
the duration of the actual physical stimulus.

Information in the sensory storage system is transferred then to the second storage
system, called the short-term store (STS). Not all information goes from SS to STS. only
what you are paying attention to (consciously or not). STS has a very limited capacity: it
is capable of preserving only a few pieces of information at any one time,

From STS, information can enter the long-term store (LLTS), which has an unlimited

capacity and from which nothing is ever really lost.
