1. Karl Marx (1818—1883)
Karl Marx was born on May 5,1818 in Trier.
He entered Bonn University in 1835 and went to
Berlin University to continue his studies two years
later. In October 1842, he became the editor of
the Rheinische Zeitung published in Cologne, and
there he began his attack on the old society. Re-
cause of his revolutionary activities he was forced
to leave his homeland. He moved to France and
then to Belgium, In April 1848, he returned to
Cologne with Engels to join the revolution di-
rectly. After the 1848 revolution failed, he was
expelled from Germany. He went to Paris, but
was soon forced to leave France. In August 1849,
he went to London and spent most of the rest of
his life there.
Marx became one of the leading spirits of Q
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International Working Men’s Association (the ﬁirst
International) when it was founded in September
1864.

Together with Engels, Marx published the
Manifesto of the Communist Party in 1848. His
most important theoretical work was Cagpital. The
first volume was published in 1867.

Marx was not only a great proletarian leader
but also a man of great talent for languages. He
could read all the leading European languages and
write in three: German, French and English. He
was fond of saying that a foreign language is a
weapon in the struggle of life.

Marx died on March 14, 1883 in London at
the age of 65. After his death, his unpublished
writings were edited by Engels.
