W:There is among the 250,000 people under the age of 25 who are out of work in the
Netherlands, a group that accounts for 40 percent, of the nation’s unemployed. A storm
of anger boils up at the govemment-sponsored youth center, even among those who are
continuing their studies.

After three decades of prosperity, unemployment among 10 member nations of the Eu-
ropean Community has exceeded 11 percent, affecting a total of 12.3 million people,
and the number is climbing.

The title of a rock song No Futirre can now be seen written on the brick walls of
closed factories in Belgium and France.

Recent surveys have found that the increasing argument in the last few years over the
deployment in Europe of North Atlantic Treaty Organization missiles and the possibility
of nuclear war has clouded European youth’s confidence in the future.

One form of protest tends to put the responsibility for a country”’ s economic troubles on
