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ABSTRACT

Taking on.the subject of raid tactics, the thesis is di-
vided into four parts.

The first part is a brief introduction of raid tactics. It
makes a clear —cut and strict definition of raid, unveils
the winning mechanism of raid, analyzes and summarizes
the basic characteristics of raid, and it makes a clear de-
nomination and strict definition of raid types.

The second part deals with the rules of the develop-
ment of raid tactics and the application principles of raid
tactics in the past. It traces down the historical origin of
raid tactics, making a thorouvgh and systematic review of
the historical process of its development. It analyzes and
abstracts the rules of the development of raid tactics. And
it makes a realistic and objective summarization of the ma-
terialistic basis of the application of raid tactics, and 1t

summarizes the practical principles of the application of

raid tactics.
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The third part tries to analyze the challenges and op-
portunities which the application of raid tactics may face
in high—rtech regional wars. It makes an overall and in—
depth analysis of the various challenges and difficulties
which the application of raid tactics may meet in future
high —tech regional wars, as well as the advantages and
opportunities which may be brought about by 1the develop-
ments and changes in weaponry, operation patierns and
field environment.

The fourth part probes into the possible ways and
means for innovating and developing our raid tactics. [t
makes a tentative exploration of the basic ideas of our ap-

plication of raid tactics in future high—tech wars.
