II. Additional Notes to the Text

About the Text

The text tells the history and structure
of the Great Wall of China, the way it was
built, rebuilt and repaired and its present
new look. Each of the eight paragraphs
can be summarized in one or two
sentences:

Paragraph 1 (General comment)

The Great Wall of China, the longest
wall in the world, winds its way from west
to east across north China. It is one of the
wonders of the world and one of the few
man-made objects on earth that can be
seen by the astronauts landing on the
moon.

Paragraph 2 (History of the Great Wall)

The Great Wall has a history of over
2,000 years, for the first part of it was
built during the Spring and Autumn Period
(770 B.C.. — 476 B.C.).

Paragraph 3 (How the Great Wall came
into being?)

In 221 B.C., the kingdom of Qin united



the different kingdoms into one empire. To
keep the enemy: out of his empire, Emperor
Qin Shi Huang had all the walls built by
the different kingdoms joined up into one
long wall.

Paragranh 4 (Its structure)

The Great Wall is about 6,000 kilome-
tres long, 6—7 metres high and 4—5 metres
wide. In most places it is wide enough for
5 horses or ten men to walk side by side.

The watchiowers built every few hun-
dred metres along the Wall were for warning
when the enemy came.

Paragraph 6 (The way it was built)

The building and rebuilding of the
Great Wall were all done by hand over wild
and distant country with terrible conditions,
so it was made not only of stone and earth
but also of the flesh and blood of miilions
of men.

Since the People’s Republic of China
was founded, the Great Wall has taken cn
a new look.
