It is called “China
Fiber Yearbook” before. With the first issue coming out in 1989,
this book will be published annually and new information will be
added in subsequent issues every year. We hope the publication of
this book could support China textile industry to further carry out
the reform and open polices. This book is intended for those organi-
zations such as multiple- economic institutes, textile managing de-
partments, various researching and consulting organizations,univer-
sities , textile enterprises,institutions and those experts who work in
these organizations.

China Textile Yearbook mainly consists of two parts,domestic
textile and global textile. All data contained in this book come from
the monthly statistics, journals, the yearbooks and the research re-
ports of governmental departments and authoritative organizations
of China and of the world. They are acc_urate,systematic and com-
prehensive. ‘

Domestic textile part consists of the basic economic indexes of
national economy and textile industry ,the structure of textile indus-
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try ,the production value and capacity of major fiber products,the
sales and consumptions of fiber products in domestic market and
the foreign trade of fiber products.

Global textile part consists of world production value and ca-
pacity of chemical fibers, world production value and capacity of
fiber products,world trade of chemical fibers and fiber goods and
the basic economic indexes of national economies and fiber process-
ing industries of some major countries.

Illustration of words in “China Textile Yearbook” are follow ;

1. Fiber means textile fiber;fiber goods include fiber,textiles
and clothing ;textile goods include textiles and clothing.

2. Data of external trade are general adopted from National
Custom Statistics. Imports or exports are classified according to U-
nited Nation’ s SITC, for example SITC26 fiber,SITCG65 textile,
SITC84 clothing, The recorded value of imports are C. 1. F. value.
The recorded value of exports are F. O. B. value.

3. “..«”means that the quantity or value is not enough one u-
nit. “blank” means that the statistic datum is not available. “~-"
means there is not the statistic datum.

4. Abbreviations used in the “Yearbook”are shown in Ap-
pendix.

5. Data of output value after 1990 are constant price in
1990.
