Part |

Chapter One
Get to Know Text Structure

All writings, howevever different they are in content or style, share some-
thing in common: they all present ideas and they are all organized in certain ways.
This commonality (3E#k) offers a revalation(J§ 73) to the reader. To a large ex-
tent, reading is an idea-oriented( UL ## &= & H B #)) process, in which the reader
tries to grasp quickly the ideas expressed by the author and to relate one idea to
another. In doing so, the reader makes good use of his knowledge of text struc-
ture, such as how ideas are presented and how paragraphs are developed in writ-
ing, because such knowledge greatly helps the reader follow the author’s train of
thoughts more easily and more efficiently. This chapter is concerned with the bas-
ic knowledge of text structure. Section [ deals with three essential elements of
the paragraph, i.e. , topic, main idea and detail. Section II introduces six of the
most common patterns for paragraph development.

I . Topic » Main Idea ¢ Detail

All Paragraphs and writings consist of three essential elements: the topic, the
main idea, and the detail. Each of them plays different roles and these differences
are worth knowing from the reader’s perspective.

1. Topic
A topic is the common subject a paragraph is about and every sentence in the
paragraph is related to it, directly or indirectly. Now, read this paragraph, where

the topic is underlined.
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Certainly I don’t teach because teaching is easy for me. Teaching is
the most difficult of the various ways I have attempted to earn my living:
mechanic, carpenter, writer. For me, teaching is a red-eye, sweaty-palm,
sinking-stomach profession. Red-eye, because I never feel ready to teach
no matter how late I stay up preparing. Sweaty-palm, because I’m always
nervous before I enter the classroom, sure that I will be found out for the
fool that I am. Sinking-stomach, because I leave the classroom an hour lat-
er convinced that I was even more boring than usual.

The topic of the paragraph is about teaching, more specifically, how I feel a-
bout teaching, and all the sentences in the paragraph relate to it.

Though considered as the common subject of a paragraph, the topic itself is
general, rather than specific, in nature; and therefore, it is stated in a general
sense with words or phrases. Here are some examples:

Asian financial crisis
higher education in China

urban construction in Shanghai

Topics of paragraphs are fairly easy to identify. One sure way to do so is to
ask such a question: What is this paragraph about? The correct answer to the
question can lead the reader to the topic.

The ordinary citizen believes both: the environment is indeed going down
the drain, but so might his job if anyone tries to stop that. All of them, it
turns out, are wrong.

3. Regardless of the ancient Chinese saying that even the longest jour-
ney begins with a single step, China is entering the tele-information age by
leaping in several directions at once. To begin with, it has started a mas-
sive campaign to wire the nation. The government’s Ministry of Posts and
Telecommunications (MPT) says it plans to more than double China’s tele-
phone switching capacity, from 71 million lines in 1995 to 150 million by
2000. Every household in the capital city of Beijing would have a phone, as
would most in Shanghai. Overall, there would be one phone line for every
10 Chinese.

2. Main Idea

Because most authors write with a purpose in mind, a reader can safely as-

sume that most paragraphs have their own major points. In a paragraph, for in-

stance, a group of related sentences are composed to develop the same general
topic; all the information thus provided helps the author make a major point about

the topic — the main idea. So, the main idea is the main point about a topic the

author tries to make through related information.

The history of the discovery of the Neanderthals is a fascinating story .
in itself. In 1856, workers quarrying limestone(J¥ 3¢ A /KA ) in the Nean-
der Valley (Neanderthal in Old German) near Dusseldorf, Germany, dis-
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covered numerous ancient hones in a cave. Most of the bones were discar-
ded, but some found their way into the hands of a local schoolteacher, who
realized that they came from a very peculiar-looking human being. The
teacher brought the bones to the attention of a well-known professor of a-
natomy(#f | 2), who revealed them to the world as the remains of a bar-
barian who probably lived in Europe even before the Celts(#L/K #.A) and
the Germans. ‘

The main idea of this paragraph is: the discovery of the Neanderthals
([niendota:]n. (B L84SR M 8) B % % A) is a fascinating story. The
rest of the paragraph presents information to explain this idea.

Since the main idea is the soul of a paragraph, finding the main idea is of vital
importance in reading. Main ideas can be either stated or implied. When stated,
the main ideas are expressed in some particular sentences; When implied, they are
scattered around.

(1) Main Idea Stated

Whenever the main idea is stated, there is a sentence (occasionally more than
one sentence) that makes the main idea clear, and such a sentence is called the
topic sentence. A good topic sentence does two things; first, it announces the
common subject to be addressed; second, it tells the author’s attitute or view to-
ward that subject. Topic sentences may appear in three different locations.

- Topic Sentence at the Beginning

Many paragraphs begin with topic sentences, so that the reader knows imme-
diately what points the paragraphs will make. Here is an example.

Not every winter is critical for deer of course. If the winter has
light snow, survival and productivity next spring will be high. But if deep
snows come and the weather remains cold for several weeks, then the deer
must spend more energy to move about, food will be harder to find, and
they must then depend more on their fat reserves to pull them through. If
such conditions go on for too long some will die, and only the largest and
strongest are likely to survive. That isa fundamental rule of life for wild,

free wandering animals such as deer.

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The first sentence is the topic sentence; it states the main idea and the rest of
the paragraph is an illustration of the main idea.

« Topic Sentence in the Middle

Sometimes a topic sentence may appear in the middle of a paragraph. In this
case the main idea is introduced by the preceding sentences and supported or ex-
plained by the following sentences.

My mother sells real estate in Los Angeles. So do my aunt and three of
my mother’s closest friends. The real estate business has always been ap-
pealing to women because there are no prerequisites (55 Bt & {4) except
passing a test. You can start at any point in life, you can set your own
hours, and you have the potential to earn far more than was possible for
women, until recently, in other fields.

The first two sentences introduce the topic (women and real estate business) ,
while the main idea is stated in the third sentence and explained in the last sen-
tence. Therefore, the third sentence is the topic sentence.

= Topic Sentence at the End

A paragraph may also develop its main idea by first introducing the topic and
presenting related information, finally concluding with the topic sentence.

Lies also do harm to those who tell them: harm to their integrity(:E H
#3L) and,in the long run, to their credibility. Lies hurt their colleagues as
well.
