They deal
with issues which are interesting, recognizably appropriate and accessible to candidates
entering postgraduate or undergraduate courses.

At least one text contains detailed logical argument. One text may contain non-verbal
materials such as diagrams, graphs or illustrations. If texts contain technical terms then
a simple glossary is provided. Texts and tasks became increasingly difficult through the
paper.

The first section, social survival, contains texts relevant to basic linguistic survival in
English with tasks mainly about retrieving and providing general factual information.
