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Editor’s Notes

L. Year 2001 is the first year of the new century; it is also the first year for the implementation of the 10™" Five Year
Plan by the Chinese government. Under the leadership of Communist Party of China, facing the complex
international situation, the Chinese people overcome difficulties, made great progress in reform and modernization
construction. The transportation, posts and telecommunication industries maintain a healthy development trends and
acquire new achievements. The 2002 Edition of the Yearbook of China Transportation and Communications (YCTC)
following the guideline of Deng Xiaoping Theory and “Three representatives” Important Thoughts of Jiang Zemin,
implementing the policies issued by the 5™ and 6™ Conference of the 15th Congress of CCCPC, demonstrate the
implementation of the 10™ FYP in the transportation, posts and telecommunication industries in complete, realistic
and accurate terms.

®  The fourth rail systematic travel speed raising-up, the rapid increasing of transport volume (transaction volume)
and operation revenue for the transportation, telecommunication industries; realization of turning loss into gain
in 3 years in the overall posts industry; regulation for highway & waterway transport ad well as
telecommunication market; civil aviation flight safety and enhanced production safety management for
transport industries;
®  Continuing the infrastructure construction and capital investment to highway, railway, telecommunication and
pipeline, accomplishing a series of key construction projects; the successful beginning of Qinghai-Tibet railway,
Western-Eastern Gas Pipeline and other WDS major projects;
®  Realization of the important system reform for telecommunication and civil aviation industries; the internal
structure adjustment, enterprises reorganization and reformation as well as WTO oriented speeding up of
legislation and legal system promotion for the transportation and telecommunication industries;
®  Continued introduction to the main context of the 10" FY development planning for the railway, posts and
other industries.
II. The 2002 edition is composed of 11 columns. They are IMPORTANT DOCUMENTS AND INSTRUCTIONS, SPECIAL
ARTICLES, TRANSPORTATION INDUSTRIES, SERVICE OF TRANSPORT DEVELOPMENT (BUREAUS) AND UNDERTAKINGS,
TRANSPORT DEVELOPMENT IN PROVINCES (AUTONOMOUS REGIONS) AND MUNICIPALITIES, ADVANCED INDIVIDUALS
AND GROUPS, ORGANIZATIONS OF TRANSPORT-RELATED MINISTRIES (BUREAUS), CHRONICLE OF EVENTS, POLICIES
AND REGULATIONS, TRANSPORT DEVELOPMENT RESEARCH and STATISTICS. The STATE OWNED MAJOR LARGE
ENTERPRISE is suspended in 2002 edition. The editors welcome the state owned major large enterprises would
continue their interests to the column, so as to reflect the development and reform situation for the transportation
industries completely.
1. Since the system reform for the posts industry has been mainly completed, from this edition on, except for the
TRANSPORTATION INDUSTRIES column will still reta‘in the expression of “Posts and Telecommunications”, the other
columns will use “Communication” instead to demonstrate the industrial management function and the overall
industrial development statue for the Ministry of Information Industry systematically and accurately.

V. The 2002 edition reflects the performance of the major economic criteria for transportation and telecommunication
industries in 2001, the first year of the 10" FYP, more attention has been paid to keep the consistency and integrality
of the criteria with the statistics during the whole 10" FYP period. The titles of all the statistics have been arranged to
be in both Chinese and English. The data of the statistics are provided and reviewed by the State Statistics Bureau and
transport departments concerned. In case there is any inconsistent data in the text, the STATISTICS shall prevail.
