Designers played special attention to the use of materials, colour and
lighting. The play of white coloured coated metal and laminated glass
animated the open areas that were defined by the central piece. Oak
was chosen as the primary material to harmonize with the backdrop.
The interplay of concealed light sources act as a reinforcement for the
surroundings. The selection of pure colour increased and dramatised
the contrast between the environment and the end users.

The relocation of the main entrance door leads to the separation of
different division of functional spaces such as the front garden, general
office and meeting room, executive offices and the Director’s office.
