After the system reformation of China, the mle of local government
as an economic and interest body becomes very protruding, the diver-
gences or contradictions of administrative regions and economic regions
become more and more acute, which is undermining the utility and inte-
gration of the national economy and therefore is hindering the healthy,
reasonable and sustainable development of local economy serously.

This thesis has eight chapters. Based on the study of the relation-
ships among the governments, enterprises and markets. the author made a
systematical and deep research into the relationship between the adminis-
trative regions and the economic regions of China.

First, seven important relative topics are researched in seven indi-
vidual chapters: 1) The concepts and meanings of the administrative re-
gion and economic region and the general relationship between the admin-
istrative region and economic region. 2) Relationship between the admin-
istrative regions and economic regions under the planning economic sys-

tem—that is. administrative regions replaced economic regions. 3) Im-
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pacts of system reformation on the relationship between administrative re-
gions and economic regions. 4) System background including the behavior
of local government and enterprises during the period of system transfor-
mation. 5) Inner mechanism and its construction of the integration of the
relationship between the administrative region and economic region. 6)
Policy-controlling and spatial organization innovation of the integration of
the relationship between the administrative region and economic region.
7) Development trend of the relationship between the administrative region
and economic region under the socialist market economy .

Then, the author takes the Yangtze River delta areas as an example,
and discusses the relationship between the administrative region and eco-

nomic region in detail.
