Edmondo De Amicis (1846—1808) was an
author of popular travel books and children’s
stories. He began his career as an army officer
closely associated with a military journal, and
his first publication was a series of sketches of
millitary life, La Vita Mililare (<FPAA:JES) (1868).
On retiring from the army he traveled widely and
published several books on the cities and coun-
tries of Europe. Of his books for childien,Cuore
(>, —E<E M E>) (1886)written in the form
of a diary, is best known and was translated in-
to more than 25 languages,including Chinese. The
present text and A Litile Hero are taken from his

book Cuore.
