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PREFACE.

S the occidental philosophy was for the first time intro-
ﬂ duced into Japan not long after the Restoration, it has
been very difficult for us to find exact equivalents in our own
language for the technical terms employed in it. One and
the same term had sometimes been translated by various
expressions which might be considered quite distinct in their
signification by readers unaquainted with the original. It was,
therefore, very necessary to settle finally the Japanese equi-
valents of the European technical terms. This difficult task
I undertook with Mr. Wadagaki, Mr, Kodera, Mr. Ariga and
others, publishing the result as a “ Dictionary of Philosophical
Terms” (HB%%) in 1881, In 1884 a second edition revised
and enlarged was brought out by myself in conjunction with
Mr. Ariga, the task of seeing the work through the press
having chiefly fallen upon Mr. Ariga, as I, in the meantime,
had gone to Germany. This second edition, however, has
been for long time out of print ; moreover it is too defective
to satisfy modern requirements, philosophical studies having
made much progress in our country since its publication.
I have, therefore, for several years past been engaged with
Professors Motora and Nakashima in compiling what is practi-
cally a new “ Dictionary of Philosophical Terms ” rather than
a third edition of the previous one from which it differs to a
very great extent. This dictionary which we are now publish-

ing, though we have done our best to make it complete, is
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by no means fully satisfactory, but may perhaps suffice for
practical needs at the present time.

Our thanks are due to the ¢ Teikoku Gakushi Yin (the
Imperial Academy) for its pecuniary help ; and to Professors
Koto, Kure, Anesaki, Fujicka and Dr. Yazu who have
contributed the technical terms belonging to their respective
specialities ; also to Mr. Kuwada, the late Mr. Toshima,

Mr. Otsuki and Mr. Hotta who have kindly aided our work

in various ways.
