_ Since 1980s, as the People’s Commune came to an end and the reform in
the rural area centered upon Domestic Contract Management gained extensive
premotion and continuous development, the agricultural commodity economy
and the market economy. has achieved rapid development. In order to adapt to
such a situation, the traditional Agricultural Circulating Cooperative
Organization-Supply and Selling Cooperative-started to transform, and quantities
of newly-born Agricultural Circulating Cooperative Organizations emerged out.
However, viewing from the countrywide, the overall reform and,development
speed of the Agricultural Circulating Cooperative Organizations is slow due to
lack of institutional circumstances externslly and shortage of efficient
institutional constraint internally (see details in Chapter 8) . Meanwhile, the
development of Agricultural Circulating Cooperative Organizations is unbalanced
in different areas and the function thereof is still limited to promete the
development -of the agriculture and agricultural economy. Therefore, the current
Agricultural Circulating Cooperative Organizations is far behind the need to meet
the requirements for production activities of the farmers.
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Knowing this situation, some studies on Agricultural Circulating
Cooperative Organization have been carried out by the domestic theoretical circle
with relevant achievements made. Nevertheless, there lack still specialized and
systematic research on Agricultural Circulating Cooperative Organizations under
the market economy, which brings certain constraint upon development of the
Agricultural Circulating Cooperative Organization in our country,

Based upon current research results by the forerunners and excavgfwn of
values of existing history data and statistics, this book makes a systematical
investigation upon the economic conditions, institutional circumstances
(government’s role and cultural circumstances), internal system constraints
together with the dialectics of their values and principles, and the variety of
development modes and the organizational forms etc. from the point of
historical' materialism, neoclassic economics and new institutional economics,
covering both the theorétical and practical aspects. Based on such an
invéstigation; this book puts forward further the idea for development of the
Agricultural Circalating Cooperative Organization in today’s China.

Other ‘than’ the introduction, this book follows the logic order from
abstraction’to concréteness; from general to specific and fromi abroad to- herite;
including three “sections as theoretical analysis, international practice arid
domestic develupment, which are categorized into 8 chapters.

The introduction -includés. questions, selection of views and methods for
study, basic frame and main viewpoints. A ‘

Section I, the theoretical analysis, includes Chapter 2 end Chapter 3.
Chapter 2, the basic theory of Cooperative Organization, analyzes systematicaity
the property (including the definition, value and principles of the Cooperative
Organization) and forms of the Cooperative Organization, with a brief review of
the theoretical studies on the Cooperative Organization both at home and
abroad. Based upon Chapter 2, Chapter 3 brings forward a analytical frame for

the Agricultural Circulating Cooperative Organization, including mainly the
economic power (realization of scaled operation in agricultural chains and pursuit
of the market  equilibriumn), the internal causes (organizational advantages) and
institutional circumstances (governmental functions and cooperative culture) etc.
for formation and development of the Agricultural Circulating Cooperative
Organization.

Based upon the theoretical analysis in Section I and through investigation
and: comparative study upon the chanpes and features ‘of the Agricultural
Ciroulating Cooperative Organizations in France, America and Japan (three types
of development modes (European Mode, American-Oceanian Mode and the
Typical Asian Mode), Section II, i. e., Chapter 4, analyzes the deveélopment
trend, institutiohal choices and common characteristics of the foreign Agricultural
Circulating. Coeperative Organizations, which demonstrate the theory in Section I
and provides references for development of the Agricultural Circulating
Ceoperative Organizations in China.

Section III includes 4 chapters, i e., from Chapter 5 to Chapter 8. It
focuses :upon . development of  the Agricultural Cisculating Cooperative
Organizations of our country under the market economy. There into, Chapter S,
based upon- & brief review of the history change of the Agricultural Circulating
Cooperative Organigation in China, analyzes mainly the power and significance
of the revival of Agricultural :Circulating Cooperative Organizations in our
country since the rural reform. Chapter 6 and Chapter 7 focus upon respectively
the reform:. of traditional Agricultural Circulating Cooperative Organization
(Supply and Selling Cooperative ) after the rural reform and the current status of
the..:new “Agrieultural - Circulating Cooperative Organization ( Agricultural
Circulating Special Cooperative Organization) . Based upon Chapter 5, Chapter ”
6-and Chapter 7, Chapter 8 analyzes the main obstacles for development of
Agricultural ‘Circulating Cooperative Organizations in today’s China, and put
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forward the development ideas against such obstacles with integrated foreign and
domestic experiences.

Comparing with existing studies on Agricultural Circulating Cooperative
Organizations both at home and abroad, this book has following innovative
points:

1. In selection of the subject, as there lacks specialized and systematic
study on domestic Agricultural Circulating Cooperative Organizations and such a
situation has caused certain constraint upon development of the Agricultural
Circulating Cooperative Organization, this paper select Agricultural Circulating
Cooperative. Otganization as its subject for study.

2. For the analytical tools, there are two categories in the researches upon
(Agricultural Circulating) Cooperative Organizations at home and abroad: one is
focused upon historic materialism; and the other is the neoclassic ' economics,
especial the new institutional economics. This paper attempts to study the
Agricultural Circulating Cooperative Organization with acombination of those:
three aspects. -

3. In contents and viewpoints, this book contains following new jideas:

(1) It clarifies the development route to insist upon - diversifiation -of
development. modes of cooperative organizations and- focus upon its own
characteristics {specific economy, politics, cultursl circumstanoces ‘and demands)
as the basic law for development of the Cooperative Organizations.

(2) It summarizes the current research results and maintain stands on' the.
decisive functions of the agricultural commodity economy  (social economic
relations) to the Agricultural Circulating Cooperative Organization (institution)
together with the interaction in between, the significant influences on Agricultural
Circulating Cooperative Organization by the government and culture (interaction
between various institutions ), internal system arrangement of Agricultural
Circulating Cooperative Organization, ahd put forth a analytical frame for
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Agricultural Circulating Cooperative Organization (this could be the biggest
innovation) . The analytical frame includes the economic power for formation
and development (realization of scaled operation in agricultural chains and
pursuit of the market equilibrium), internal cause for centinuous growth and
extensive development (conformity to the modern enterprise system and high
efficiency ), institutional circumstances (government functions and cooperative
culture) etc.

(3) It defines in nature the Agricultural Circulating Cooperative Organization
as Cooperative Organization that is set up at the agricultural circulating joint by
independent production farmers (or household farms) in order to realize scaled
operation in agricultural circulating activities and combat the enterprises that are
engaged in agricultural circulating activities. -Such a definition displays exactly the
rich connotation of it while most of the current studies interpret it from its
extension only, for example: Agricultural Circulating Cooperative Organigation is
the Cooperative Organization that is engaged in procurement of agricultural
production means, process and sales of agricultural products etc.

(8) Starting from property of the Cooperative Organization and the
govertiment control ‘and intervention as well as the noncenformity among the
objective functions  of the Cooperative Otganization and its management
personnel, staff members, shareholders, the paper criticizés the control and
excessive intervention by the government upon the Agricultural Circulating
Cooperative Organization, and comes to a conclusion that the corntrol and
excessive intervention by the government go against the development of
Agricultural Circulating Cooperative Organization. However, the current
researches generally commeht upon the government’s control and intervention
from the property of the Cooperative Organization only. %

(5) Viewing from the new institutional economics, the book incorporate

formally the culture into the study on Cooperative Organization and make a very
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important conclusion, i e : development of the Agricultural Circulating
Cooperative Organization shall start from building of the relevant cultural
circumstances cored at ideology and habits and harmonic promotion of the
cultural evolvement and organizational development; it summarizes the external
and internal experiences in promotion of cooperative culture and building of
appropriate cultural circumstances for the Cooperative Organization as: attach
importance to theoretical research and promotior; and education of the
cooperative culture and “Learning by Doing” .

(6) Viewing from the new institutional economics, the book summarized the
main obstacles for development of the Agricultural Circulating Cooperative
Organizations in our country in two aspects as: lack of favorable institutional
circumstances outside the organization (unfaverable cultural circumstances; lack
of support by relevant laws and regulations; lack of support by policies;
government control and intervention) and lack of efficient institutional
constraints inside the organization.

(7) Aiming at the main obstacles for development of Agricultural Circulating
Cooperative Organizations in today’s China and with integration of foreign and
domestic experiences, it put forward the development ideas to reform the
traditional Agricultural Circulating-Cooperative Organization and develop new
Agricultural Circulating Cooperative Organizations in parallel while creating good:
institutional circumstances (including cultural circumstances and laws and policies

circumstances) and strengthening the self-construction.
