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Abstract: Nowadays, college students’ inferior English speaking
competence has attracted public attention. College English Teaching
Reform is aiming at this problem. With this reform coming into force,
there will be a dramatic shift from traditional grammar-based teacher-
centered English teaching to usage-oriented learner-centered language
teaching. In order to facilitate such change, new demands are placed
upon college English teachers. The most basic demand is teachers’ ex-
cellent spoken English in class. Although this seems obvious, this pa-
per analyzes the reasons why this can be extremely challenging for
contemporary college English teachers, thus a rather urgent task
is faced by the teachers. The other new demand raised by the reform is
skillful class-organizing strategies from the teachers. At present college
English teaching can not achieve small-size classes. Therefore, teach-
ers need to teach oral English, a skill requiring tremendous practice,
in big classes. How to conduct oral English teaching in big classes and
make it efficient is a new challenge to the teachers. They need to de-
vote themselves to studying and mastering new class-organizing skills
that are appropriate here. This paper mainly calls attention to these two

new demands placed on college English teachers.
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Abstract: This paper discusses the present situation of College Eng-
lish teaching reform at Yunnan University. The paper tells the achieve-
ments and problems we have had since the reform. It gives some sug-
gestions. It also suggests that the reform is not an isolated thing, If we
want the success of the English teaching reform, we need the support
