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Abstract

Accelerating the development of service industry is the only way to improve the
economic structure and to achieve social and economic modernization of China. The
producer service industry is strongly correlated to other sectors, it grows the fastest in
modern economy and acts as the polar industry in many developed countries.
Therefore, accelarating the development of producer service industry can significantly
benefit the economy in China by promoting the upgrade of industrial structure,
promoting the the transformation service structure, improving the function of service
industry and lifting the competetiveness of service sector.

In this issue of IFTE Report Series on Service Industry in China ( No. 6), The
Development of Producer Service Industry, the authors systematicaly examined current
literatures, they drew experiences from developed countries, studied the actual situation
of sevice development in China at present stage of economic growth, and suggested
some police options to accelarate the development of prodﬁcer service sectors. The
report suggests that the development of producer service in China should emphasize on
some kernel fields, and according to the practical situation in China, such fields as
finance and insurrance, business and leasing, transportation and storage in logistics,
reserch and development, information services should be chosen as major sectors and~be
given favorable policy surpport. It is also proposed that, while promoting the market-
orient reform in produces service sectors, it is important to bring the government’s role
into 'full play by formulating mid-term and long-term strategic plan for the development
of producer service, to encourage the antecedent development of producer service by
means of fiscal investment, taxation, financial and technical policies.

In addition to explore the kernel fields of produce service and relevant policy

options from the macroeconomic perspective, this report studied specific issues in major




produces service sectors such as financial services, modern logistics, transpotation, e-
commerce service, exhibition services, agency service, research and develgpment
service. It systematical compared procuder service and consumer service industries,
illustrated the relationship between the growth of economy and produces service,
discussed the interactive mechanism of producer service and manufacturing industry, the
interactive mechanism and development path of producer service and industrial clusters.
Besides, the issue of regional competetiveness of producer service industry is also

discussed in this report.
