Hotel (21,540 square meters), Tang Ge Restaurant (2,700 square meters) and
Art Museum of the Tang Dynasty (3,000 square meters), are located at the
beautiful Dayan Pagoda Qujiang Scenic Spots of the southern suburb of Xi'an.
Surrounding the Dayan Pagoda, the whole complex is in perfect harmony with
the Tang Tower and its cultural and historical environments at the aspects of its
layout, dimensions, structure, style and color. The lower contour, abundant
courtyards of the » Three Tangs 7 and imposing tower shadow supplement
each other, revealing a powerful and graceful image. Stressing the technique of
traditional space and garden layout, the whole environment is thus dotted to be
more beautiful and charming. In 1993 and 1995, Tang Hua Hotel was awarded
an honor of » Leading Hotel 7 by the International Tourism Organization. In
1997, it was ranked as » Prima Hotel #» . It also won the bronze prize of
National Outstanding Project, and was included in the architectural book Sir

Banister Fletcher's A History Of Architecture in 1996.
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
