rights. To solve environmental issues would corrode it to some degrees,
so that it must be proper regulated.

In theory and practical, I think that the answer to environmental
issues is international environmental cooperation whose ideological base
is sustainable development, which not only meets the needs of the
present people, but also does not harm to ability of later generations.

Building on philosophy, it holds a new pattern between man and
nature, ecological value and internal structure. The view of sustainable
development has deep and wide connotations. On condition that keeps
sustainable ability of ecological environment, it holds cooperation to
realize development of economy and society, the best welfare, social fare
within resource and environment.

Facing to challenges, sovereign states should work out strategies and
build a new sovereign rights while they positively adapt to the changes.
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@ To publican attend. The public has rights to take part in
environmental policy decisions, environmental management and
supervisor to government, unit, and individual ecological action. ENO
have always affected on international environmental cooperation,
environmental teaching, restraining action of transnational corporation
and environmental aids. .

As an example, the book analyzes background, problems and
flexible mechanisms of Kyoto protocol. I believe that the major issue is
quota distribution. Therefore, the protocol sets up three flexible
mechanisms—JI, CDM and ET. JI based item is carried out between
developed and economic change states.

Like other states, China has also been faced with serious issues—
environmental pollution, ecological deterioration, frequent calamity and
so on The issues origin from unreasonable economic action and ways of
extensive resources exploited. Thanks to environmental issues restrict to
development of society and economy. On one hand, China has protected
domestic environment, and laid down a series of polities. For
example, environmental protection is set up a basic national policy,
four systems — policies, laws, institutions and standards are
established which adapt to national situation and sustainable
development. On the other hand, China has conducted multidimensional
and multiplayer international cooperation in global and area through
bilateral and multilateral roads. The contents include change of
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environmental news, scientific research union, personnel training,
symposium and exhibition holding, and a specific issue, which not only
promote Chinese environmental economy and management, but also
raise Chinese position and influence in international society.
