and the Namucuo Lake-“Lake of the Heaven”, for instance, belongs to the latter. Wang Bangcai. the photographer of the scenic, shot th
unique landscape of plateau lake, in which snow is melted and ice broken upon alternation of winter and spring and the nature perform
a splendid symphony, favoring you with the aesthetic experience of the Most Beautiful Scenery Being Enjoyed Just in the Peak. Th
photographer conducted his scenic photography under abnormal weather conditions, in which black clouds blot out the sky. ice is outline
by backlighting to be extraordinary and fantastic, and the dangerous conditions and mystery can be seen everywhere. It thus has mor
fascination than those shot under fine and warm conditions. Therefore, never turn off your camera if the weather conditions suddenly chang
when you conduct your scenic photography, which may often be the good opportunity to catch the unique scenery.
