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Abstract

Abiding by the principal of history in consistence with logics and
that of the combination of theories and practice, applying multiple re-
searching methods: like documentation analysis, case study, based on
thorough study of the classical works on theories and their develop-
ment, the author tries to reveal the features of keeping pace with the
times of the Marxism and its fundamental rules of innovation; by the
research on the revolution and construction led by the Chinese Com-
munist Party, especially on the reform and opening up since the Third
Plenary Session of the Eleventh Central Committee, the dissertation
explores the historical course of the indigenization of the Marxism in
China, extracts fundamental rules of theoretical innovations; with
thorough study on Mao Zedong Thought, Deng Xiaoping Theory and
the Important Thoughts of Three Representatives, their common
rules of development and innovation. Based on the above mentioned,
the dissertation puts forward eight fundamental rules of the Marxism
theoretical innovation as following: rule of the unification of adher-
ence and development; rule of the unification of emancipating minds
and seeking truths; rule of the unification of theories and practice;
rule of the unification of book study and essence-holding; rule of the
unification of internationalization and nationalism; rule of the unifica-

tion of system maturity and theory openness; Rule of the unification
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of truth-exploring and counter-leftism, counter-rightism; rule of the
unification of national theoretical quality improvement and the inno-
vative activities of the great people.

The author holds that the development rules and the innovation
rules of the Marxism theories are two categories between which are
different and similar as well. As rules, both of them have internal in-
evitabilities, which are the objects of the study of the Marxism devel-
opment rules. While the internal inevitabilities of human beings is an-
other object of the study of the Marxism theoretical innovation rules,
Theoretical innovation rules depend on the development rules that are
inevitably affected by the former one. The main part of “the Marxism
development” is “the Marxism”, while the main part of “to develop
or to innovate the Marxism” is the “Marxian”. The research of the
rules of the Marxism theoretical innovation is not constricted to the
objective rules of itself, but contains subjective conditions, namely,
the subjective rules of the Marxian activities,

The Marxism is a scientific worldview and methodology based on
existing facts. This notion includes an internal requirement that is to
inherit and to develop is the condition of adherence and the develop-
ment based on practice is adherence in its essence. To develop with-
out innovation is nothing but boasting while it is maybe exotic but de-
viation, it can not stand the power of practice. To adhere without in-
novation is no more than constricted to the stereotype while it is
faithful, it strains theoretical dynamics. Adherence must not be rig-
id, rigid adherence leads to ossification, and development does not
mean deviation which leads to crossroads. Development is the exist-
ing form of the Marxism which in China presents in two forms inclu-
ding breakthrough and un-breakthrough. We shall tackle with wit

three contradictions that is “the universalism of directing framework
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and the individualism of practice”, “the integrity of theory and the
importance of system elements, the in-balance of importance and
common parts”, “theoretical content and forms”.

Seeking truth from facts is the process and essence of the Marx-
ism theoretical innovation. Mind-emancipating, seeking truth out of
facts and keeping pace with the time is the logical expansion of see-
king truth out of facts, which adheres to the emphasis on material-
ism, while keeping pace with the times pursues the spirit of dialectic
held by seeking truth out of mind, and emancipating mind highlights
epistemology within seeking truth out of facts. The essence of theo-
retical innovation is the systematic description and theoretical summa-
ry of truths out of facts. The establishment of the new theories is the
breakthrough of the old theories and the development of the useful
and discarding of the useless, especially the breakthrough of authori-
ties and the established facts of ours. That is to say, theoretical
breakthrough must adhere to emancipating minds, seeking truths
from facts and keeping pace with the times. For theoretical innova-
tion, emancipating minds is the principal part, seeking truths from
facts is the process and essence; Keeping pace with the times is the
driving force of the mind.

As the headspring of theories, practice never dries up. But theo-
ry is anything but “the owl which takes off only when it dusks”.
“Furidamental elements” and “the fully unwinding of practice” are
two completely concepts provided by practice for theories to rely on.
In terms of activities, the practice of human beings is the unification
of continuousness and un-continuousness, while theory, as the sum-
mary of practice over a period of time, its supervising function for
practice is only the unification of effectiveness and ineffectiveness.

The unification of theory and practice is the excellent study style of
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the CCP. The theoretical understanding of such unification is not
easy but difficult to do in practice. For this matter, we must serious-
ly review the wrongdoings in this field of the Communist Party of the
former USSR. Be courageous to practice, be good at summarizing and
finding solutions to big issues raised by practice is means the break-
through of theoretical innovation.

Back to the bookishness is the insurmountably fundamental re-
search of the Marxism theoretical innovation. Blind worship of book-
phrases is the spirit cage which theoretical innovation must get rid of.
Text research is the carrier of essence. The attempt to hold essence
without text research is no less than reaping where one has not sown;
while rigidly sticking to bookishness, unable to extracting out essence
is no less than die with flower shrubs when roaming in it. Innovation
is the ultimate objective of book study. Abiding by the unificatior} of
“logics, dialectics and epistemology” is the principle of book study;
while attentive to the realism is the internal force of book study to
drive theoretical innovation.

The proletarian liberation movement is the unification of interna-
tionalism and nationalism which also features Marxism, the theoreti-
cal embodiment of the movement. The indigenization of Marxism did
not start until e'é]rly in the last century. To be exact, Marxism was
introduced throﬁgh the Russian Revolution into China at the begin-
ning of the 20th century when it found its application in a Chinese
way, which proved both an internal necessity for the development of
Marxism itself and a realistic requirement of the development of the
Chinese society in the modern history. The creative indigeniiation of
Marxism for the Chinese reality both in theory and practice is like
successive mountain peaks joined as a whole while each displaying a

unique beauty of its own. We must take root in our nation’s fertile
