Abstract

Henan is located in central China, and it is one of the important birthplaces of
Chinese civilization. Here we have profound historical and cultural deposits with
distinctive features, rich traditional culture resources, unique cultural development of
inherent conditions. Especially in recent years Henan’s economic and social development
has made great breakthrough, its per capita GDP has reached 1700 US dollars, and it is
just entering the middle stage of industrialization. Conditions are already ripe for the
rising of tourism and cultural industries. There is strong material foundation for
increasing financial input into public culture, and important changes has achieved in the
consumption structure of local residents, the proportion of cultural consumption is
rising, and the focus of consumption is shifting to education, culture, tourism, and
other domains. In a word, Henan’s cultural development has entered a new stage.

In 2007, there were wonderful and exciting cultural activities in Henan. Various
statistical data increased rapidly, the overall level of cultural service rose noticeably.
Cultural industries developed rapidly, their development speed and benefit reached new
record levels, and they played an increasingly noticeable role in promoting the
development of national economy. Mass activities to cultivate spiritual civilization were
carried out in depth, the harmonious cultural development was rising. The cultural
institutional reform has become a strong driving force in promoting the development of
Henan’s cultural undertakings and industries.

This book is the first report of Henan’s cultural development. Our compiling
