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Abstract

The book is edited by Professor Yu Keping, Director of Center for Chinese
Government I[nnovations, Peking University. Most of contributors are from the
Program of Chinese Local Governance Innovations. The book consists of thematic
discussion, innovations cases, policies and laws, international innovations, basic data
and appendix ( Chronicle of Chinese Government Innovations). .

The part of thematic discussion is the core of the book. The annual theme is
harmonious society and government innovations. Central political development
strategy, reform practice of local governments, and societal focus, especially political
scientists’ empbhasis are taken into consideration when this theme is decided.

The part of innovations cases include 16 typical cases selected around the country.
They are innovative practices conducted by local governments in different fields
recently. The part of policies and laws selects 300 kinds from 30000 policies, laws,
orders and regulations. They reflect the existing situation and trend of decision-making.

The part of international innovations introduces some updated theoretical and
practical developments of government innovations in other countries. The part of data
collects sigﬁiﬁcant data relating to government innovations. The appendix lists major
events of government innovations from January 2006 to November 2007. In addition,
the Chinese Local Governance Innovations Awards is introduced. All of these three

parts provide necessary materials for readers to understand government innovations.
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
