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Anthropologists have discovered that fear, happiness,

sadness, and surprise are universally reflected in facial

expressions.
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Mobility of this kind meant also mobility of ideas, their
transference across frontiers, their simultaneous impact upon

many groups of people.
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The point of learning is to share it, whether with students or with
colleagues; one presumes that only eccentrics have an interest in

being credited with a startling discovery, or a new technique.
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However, the clerk told me that I could go to the customer service

counter and I would be given a rain-check, which would

guarantee the promotion price for me on that particular item.
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The vehicle which has made this possible has of course been the
aeroplane, making contact between scholars even in the most
distant places immediately feasible, and providing for the very

rapid transmission of knowledge.
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Capital is often done with a portion of the Olympic television
revenues and with corporate sponsorships, ticket sales, and other
smaller revenue sources, such as commemorative postage stamps

or proceeds from a national lottery.
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If no city is successful in gaining a majority in the first vote, the
city with the fewest votes is eliminated, and voting continues,

until a majority winner is determined.
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Yet last week the New York Assembly struck a blow against
multitasking, at least behind he wheel, when it approved a bill

banning drivers in the state from using hand held cellular phones.
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The ability to do several things at once has become one of the

great measures of self-worth for 21% century Americans.
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
