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Abstract

The Report on Beijing Economic Development is a major product of the Blue
Book Series of Beijing Academy of Social Sciences. It closely centers on the annual goals
of socio-economic development of Beijing, and stresses the topics of over-all
significance , strategic importance and tendentious features to development of Beijing. It
contains the findings of comprehensive research of analysis and predictions on the related
questions.

This Report is conducted with Professor Mei Sorig, vice president of Beijing
Academy of Social Sciences ( BASS) taking the lead and the scholars of the BASS
Institute of Economics as the core research team. This report is completed in
cooperation with governmental officials of Beijing, professors from prestigious
universities and experts from famous research institutions in Beijing.

This report emphasizes on two themes, one is the active transition of Beijing
economy in the period of post industrialization; the other is the impact of Olympic
Games economy to Beijing. Based on the fact that the proportion of tertiary industry has
exceeded 70% as a result of optimization and upgrade of the industrial structure in
Beijing, this report makes a basic estimate when Beijing enters into a new developmental
stage, analyzes the new characteristics of Beijing economic development, and puts
forward new requirements for the future. The 2008 Olympic Games is coming soon. In
this report of social sciences, we put much attention to economic fluctuations in the post
Olympic period and on ways to tackle the possible risks after the Olympic Games. In
addition, the report also forecast that Beijing GDP growth in 2007 will reach 12. 8% ,
and may reach 13% in 2008 with the effect of the Olympic Games.

Different from the previous studies, this report has two highlights in the contents.
on the one hand, this report focuses on practical issues in Beijing’s economic
development which attract great attentions of the urban residents in Beijing, such as
income distribution, population and real estate market, etc. , on the other hand, this
book also focuses on the economic development in district and county level in Beijing,

thus, a new part for the development of districts and counties is added in the book.



Among the others, the Research Project for the Development of District and Counties
of Beijing at Beljing Academy of Social Sciences presents an analysis and evaluation of
the economic development of districts and counties in Beijing, in which the economic
performance for all the districts and counties in Beijing is evaluated in an quantitative
way respectively as part of the comprehensive system of indicators to evaluate the
economic performance for all the districts and counties in Beijing.
