And in Yunnan , the first hydropower station in China was built as well
as the music composer of national anthem of the People’ s Republic of
China was born.

It is no wonder that Yunnan is always with mysterious to foreigners
and the Chinese people from other provinces. However , with our hope
to provide a better understanding of Yunnan for you, it will surely bring
you not only a wide horizon but a surprise as well after reading the
book. Being a native born Yunnanese, it is also our another purpose to
improve the proudness and confidence as a Yunnanese with the book
for the reason that our ancestors have contributed so much in the past,
therefore, it is our duty to make new contributions to the great revival
of Chinese nation.
