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Abstract

In 2007, guided by the Scientific Outlook on Development, Beijing has been
preparing for the Olympic Games and promoting sound and rapid economic growth.
Research shows that promoted by preparations for the Olympics, Beijing’s urban-rural
balanced development has been improved, the economy experiences steady and fast
growth, urban-rural construction has been speed up, public service has been upgraded,
ideas and mechanism of urban management have been innovated, people’s living
standard improved substantially.

The effect of the Olympics on Beijing’s urban-rural development can be concluded
as follow; development of Olympic venues and related facilities has improved Beijing’s
image ; the concepts of “Green Olympics, High-tech Olympics, People’s Olympics”
have been understood ‘and implemented fully; rail transport grows fast; a lot of work
have been done to secure energy and resource supply; the environmental improvement
make Beijing more suitable to live, experiences of organization of “ Good Luck”
upgraded urban management. Steady progress was made in building a new socialist
countryside; new mechanisms have been innovated; the industrial structure has been
adjusted; food safety has been guaranteed; hard works have been done to develop
suburban infrastructures and conserve ecological environment; farmer’s living standards
improved substantially.

Research also addresses that there are still many difficulties and challenges in
Beijing’s economic and social development; a lot of works should be done for
conserving resources and environment; plentiful works should be done to make city
more livable; imbalanced development among different regions should be control,
government should strengthen regulation of urban function distribution; urban
management still have room for improvement; urban-rural imbalance mechanism that
produces urban-rural imbalance has not been correct, income gap between urban-rural
areas still enlarge; farmers still have many difficulties to find suitable jobs.

Research makes prediction of Beijing’s urban-rural development in the near future:

the Olympics would fasten the process of globalization; promote cultural industry and




economy growth; economic and social development would keep steady after the
Olympic, but also needs to be alert to negative effects; new town’s development would
promote urban-rural balance; new socialist countryside construction would speed up,

but imbalance condition still exists.
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
