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Abstract

It is obvious that the responsibility is an extrusive matter in
our time. I consider the responsibility from the perspective of
Marxist Homonology, beginning with the relationship between the
responsibility and the existence and happiness of human being, dis-
cusses some foundmental subjects, such as the premises, value,
guarantee, conflicts and choices, and the realization of the responsi-
bility in this book. It establishes the basal academic frame of the re-
sponsibility,

As far as the concept of the responsibility concerned, the re-
sponsibility is not only a theoretic problem but also a practical prob-
lem. The responsibility includes the obligation, the duty and the
conscience, and it is in the basal position in our social life. The
prominent characteristics of the responsibility is it combine balance
with unbalance, utility with no-utility, contract with no-contract,
compel with unconstraint.

In this book, I study the relationship between the responsibili-
ty and the subjectivity, discusses the subjectivity and its current
puzzledom, The freedom is the essential characteristic of the subjec-
tivity, the freedom includes the responsibility, and the responsibili-

ty incarnates the freedom at the same time. Therefore, the behavior
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subject that has free will must choices both responsibility and free-
dom in action. The free will is the premises of the responsibility,
but we can’t neglect the inevitability at the same time and pays rea-
sonable attention to the inevitability.

According to the connection between the responsibility and the
value, I believe that the concept of the value is the basal one and the
responsibility is based on it. The problem of the responsibility be-
longs to the problem of the value, the choice of responsibility is a
choice of the value. The value of the responsibility possesses two-
fold quality. The value of the responsibility’s aim means that the
responsibility itself is the aim, and the responsibility incarnate the
significance of human being; the value of the responsibility’s instru-
ment refer to the significance of the responsibility which acquit
themselves of the social value, the juristic value and the moral
value.

There are two types of motives of the responsibility: one is
that the subject of the responsibility has reasonable utilitarian indi-
vidual motives and follow proper principle to pursuit profit; the
other is that the subject of the responsibility must abandon utilitar-
ian requirement and follow the principle of volunteer. Based on all
of these, the guarantee of the responsibility can be divided into two
types: the utilitarian guarantee and the no-utilitarian guarantee.
The first type means that the fulfillment of the responsibility is
based on corresponding right, it incarnate the realistic quality of the
responsibility; the second type means that the fulfillment of the re-
sponsibility is not based on realization of utilitarian motives, it in-

carnate the elevation of the responsibility. The two types of motives
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constitute the whole drive-system of the responsibility.

The conflict of the responsibility is a pervasive phenomenon,
its root is the conflict of the benefit, its virtual reason is conflict of
the value. The conflict of the responsibility not only has positive
effect, but also has negative effect, and both of them are realized by
the choice of the responsibility. According to the criterion and
measure, there are relative responsibility and absolute responsibility
and the second one has superiority.

The realization of the responsibility is the destination of this
paper. The subjective qualification of it is the subject’s ability to as-
sume the responsibility, the sense of responsibility is the internal
factor of it, the law, morality, custom and education, etc. are the
external factors of it. As far as the realization of the responsibility
in the contemporary era of China is concerned, it is our pressing
task to rethink the traditional concept of the responsibility, rebuild
the subject of responsibility and realize the union of the responsibili-

ty and the right,
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
