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Abstract: This paper is a descriptive analysis of 17 gender and media
studies representative of those produced by feminist scholars in the United
States in the last quarter-century. Most of the works reviewed employed a
liberal feminist perspective and used qualitative methods including the con-
cepts of framing and examination of news discourse. The main finding was
that the studies showed gender bias, along with limitations of the news form
itself, made it difficult for feminist messages to be presented in the mass
media. At the same time, the paper concluded, the studies also illustrated
ambiguities in mass media treatment of women that make the picture com-
plex and not altogether negative. The paper calls for future studies that
compare and contrast depictions of women and feminist interests in all parts
of the world using "new media“ technologies as well as “old media” ones.
