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Abstract

This book, “SICHUAN ECONOMY ANALYSIS AND FORCAST (2008)”,
on the basis of the annual research project of Sichuan Academy of Social Sciences
( Analysis and Forecast on Sichuan Economy ), is an important report about thematic
research and analytic article written by experts from the related fields.

It displays over-all situation and trend on economic development of Sichuan ,
which contains general situation and forecast on Sichuan economy, the thematic analysis
on current hot topics, and research on implementation of supporting reform measures to
Urban-Rural coordinated development in Chengdu. This book can be divided into four
parts; the first part is “ General Analysis and Forecast” , which contains the analysis on
Sichuan economy in 2007 and outlook in 2008, the analysis and forecast on
development circumstances of Sichuan economy in 2008, etc. The second part is
“Thematic Analysis and Forecast” , which contains the analysis and forecast on finance,
investment of fixed assets, consumption, employment, income distribution,
independent innovation in Sichuan, etc. The third part is “Urban-Rural Coordinated
Development” , which contains analysis on situation and problems of urbanization in
Sichuan, suggestions on accelerating urbanization in Sichuan, research on the important
issues such as coordination of urban-rural industries, urban-rural social security,
institutional reform of fiscal investing and financing, the evaluation index system, etc.
The forth part is “Hot Topics”, which contains recent hot issues in socio—economic
development of Sichuan, including the progress on the implementation of scientific
concept of development, the reform of the state-owned assets management system, the
trend of the price situation, the assessment and advancement on energy saving and

pollutant discharge reducing in Sichuan, etc.
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
