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ABSTRACT

Encouraging and protecting Taiwanese investment is the basic policy that main-
land China government persists for a long time, it is the important content of economy
and trade policy for Taiwan in China. The Taiwanese investment policy has been per-
fecter through practice for 20 years, now the policy system for Taiwanese investment
has been more self-contained in mainland China. It provides a good policy environ-
ment for encouraging and protecting Taiwanese investment and it brings into play an
important function in impulsing intercommunion between Taiwan and mainland Chi-
na, including Taiwanese investment. But the policy for Taiwanese investment has
been facing with a series of probems by practice. So the policy needs to beadjusted ac-
cording to the need of economy development in mainland China and economy and trade
development between Taiwan and mainland China.

In this book, producing and evolvment of the policy for Taiwanese investment in
mainland China is analysed firstly, then the policy for Taiwanese investment is ana-
lysed systemically and the validity of the policy for Taiwanese investment is appraised
synthetically in order to realize the strategical aim of Chinese peace unification, The
main content of this book includes nine sections: the first section is producing and
evolvment of the policy for Taiwanese investment in mainland China. The policy for
Taiwanese investment in the point of time series is researched in this section, based
on background analysis of the policy for Taiwanese investment in mainland China, the
main viewpoint is that more self-contained policy system has come into being for Tai-

wanese investment in mainland China now. The second section is the theoretical basis
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of the policy for Taiwanese investment in mainland China. Firstly, the foreign capital
policy is compartmentalized into three kinds: encouraged policy, confined policy and
itmusless policy. These different kinds of policies are compared and analysed in this
section. Secondly, the foreign policy theories of excluding and accepting foreign cap-
ital are analysed and compared. Lastly, the foreign policy theories about developing
country and area are considered to be the same with the policy for Taiwanese invest-
ment in mainland China, and they are the important theoretical basis of the policy for
Taiwanese investment in mainland China in this section. The third section is the aim
of the policy for Taiwanese investment in mainland China. The economic aim is ana-
lysed, and the economic amalgamation between Taiwan and mainland China is thought
as the most direct aim in this section. Other aims including the consummate policy
system for Taiwanese investment, the open to navigation and air traffic, the personel
intercourse and education are analysed. In fact, all these aims are thought for Chinese
unification in this section. The forth section is the structure of the policy for Taiwan-
ese investment in mainland China. The policy for Taiwanese investment is composed
of the policy origined from central government and from local governments, it can be
found by further analysis that the policy of central government is made up of encoura-
ging policy, protecting policy and region inclining policy. And one of the local gov-
ernments is divided into encouraging policy and protecting policy. The fifth section is
the models and conversion of the policy for Taiwanese investment in mainland China.
This section is divided into four parts. The first part is that foreign capital policy
models is analysed and compared in typical international experiences. The second part
is that policy model for Taiwanese investment in mainland China is reviewed by for-
eign capital policy models in typical international experiences. The third part is the
problems of policy for Taiwanese investment in mainland China is analysed. The fouth
part is the conversion ways of policy models for Taiwanese investment. The main
viewpoint is that policy models for Taiwanese investment in mainland China need to

be adjusted according to the economy development of mainland China and the change
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of economy and trade between Taiwan and mainland China. The sixth section is the
policy for Taiwanese investment and national economic safety in mainland China. In
this section, firstly the national economic safety is defined. Secondly the potential in-
fluences of the policy for Taiwanese investment on national economy safety are ana-
lysed from different angles, such as the relationship between Taiwan and mainland
China, mainland China and international relationship. Thirdly the dialectic relation-
ship between the choice of the policy for Taiwanese investment and national economic
safety is analysed. Forthly the specific policy for national economic safety is stated.
The main viewpoint is that policy adjustment for Taiwanese investment needs to pay
attention to its influences on national economic safety. The seventh section is the va-
lidity appraisal of the policy for Taiwanese investment in mainland China. At first,
the measuring model apprasing the validity of the policy for Taiwanese investment is
constructed. Then the policy validity of centrial government and local governments is
appraised and analysed. At last, the policy advices of validity advanced for central
government and local governments are stated. The main viewpoint is that policy of
central govemment is valid to control Taiwanese investment and local governments
don’t need to compete malignantly by favourable policy. The eighth section is the reg-
ulation and design of the policy for Taiwanese investment in mainland China. The ne-
cessity of policy adjustment for Taiwanese investment is brought forward, the main
principals and gists of policy adjustment for Taiwanese investment are stated. And
the frame of policy adjustment for Taiwanese investment is designed, the main view-
point is that policy adjustment for Taiwanese investment must serve for Chinese peace
unification and economy development of mainland China. The ninth section is the pol-
icy control of Taiwanese investment in mainland China. At first, the policy advices of
moderation scale control for Taiwanese investment are stated from the Taiwanese in-
vestment scale. Secondly, the advantages and disadvantages are analysed and the poli-
cy advices of industry control for Taiwanese investment are brought forward. At last,

from the angle of Taiwanese investment region, the characters are analysed and the
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policy advices of region control for Taiwanese investment are advanced. The nine sec-
tions make up as a whole. They deeply research on the policy for Taiwanese invest-
ment in mainland China from different aspects.

In this book, in order to research on the policy for Taiwanese investment deeply
and systemically, the research methods that theory and demonstration analysis, actu-
ality and development analysis are applied, and the system integration research meth-
od of quality and quantity combined also is applied basing on quality research. In inno-
vation aspects, firstly, this research deepens the content of policy theory for Tain-
wanese investment. Secondly, this research paddeds the deficiency of research method
about policy for Tainwanese investment, Thirdly, many scientifical and maneuverable
policy adjustment designs, and control approachs and policy advices about scale, in-
dustry and region of Taiwanese investment are put porward in this book. This book

is the first one that researchs on policy for Taiwanese investment in mainland China.
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
